74. WASTE MANAGEMENT ISSUES
Rob Kitchen and Sue Scott of SLDC addressed the meeting. Street cleansing is now working together with waste management.  In 2003 alternate weekly collections of waste was introduced.  This took place over 5 phases.  After monitoring of performance levels, it is estimated that 517kg of waste per head of household is generated.  Monitoring of waste contractors is continual and it was stated that the recycling sites standard has improved radically over the last 12 months.  However, the tender for this is currently out for a 3 year period.  Plastic is not currently collected kerbside because of the cost implications.  SLDC are keen to be able to offer this service but the manner in which waste is collected does not currently allow.  There are meetings planned to try to progress this later in July.  Councillor Stocker requested that could Windermere be considered for a pilot scheme.  55 recycling sites have been reduced to 29 due to underused sites and to enable the introduction of more plastic and cardboard recycling sites.  Cigarette ends and gum is treated the same as other litter and offenders can be prosecuted.  Dog waste bins were discussed and it was explained that emptying of these is a problem as they have to be treated as clinical waste.  A question was raised on how to approach offenders of dog fouling and it was suggested that photographic evidence should be sought.  SLDC have an Enforcement Team who would welcome details of offenders along with as much information as possible e.g. normal time that dogs are walked, routes taken etc.  It was also suggested that guest houses display the ‘Pick Up Your Poo’ posters recently designed by the Goodly Dale Primary School.   The Enforcement Team is now working weekends and complaints on Street Cleansing issues should be directed to 0845 050 4434.

POLICE
PCSO D Buxton explained that there had been extra patrols during the World Cup and was pleased to report that no major incidents relating to this had occurred.  Anti-social behaviour is slightly down on this time last year.  The police are currently preparing for the summer events e.g. The Air Show.  Crime data shows a small increase on this period last year but shows no significant trend.  The ‘handbag’ thief has been arrested and charged with 28 crimes of handbags/purses in this area.  As a result of investigations, he has been connected to several other areas and has been passed onto other forces.  It was raised that the questionnaires accompanying the Police ballot boxes needed replenishing.  It was also raised that there had been minor shop thefts and PCSO Buxton emphasised the  need to be report the incident at the time of offence for best results.
